
Sea Base 2010 Crew Bid Application 
PLEASE READ THIS INFORMATION CAREFULLY 

 
The Troop has secured 3 crews for the Sea Base 2010 Coral Reef Sailing Adventure. We will depart Sunday morning, July 

18, 2010 and will return on Monday afternoon, July 26, 2010. The total cost of the trip is estimated to run between $950 and 
$1,250 depending on crew sizes and final transportation costs (meals to/from Sea Base are extra). We are tentatively planning 
to drive down, instead of flying. It’s about 1150 miles (18 hours 1-way), so we plan to camp down along the coast. This saves 
each participant about $400.00, at the bottom line. 

The Coral Reef Sailing trip is a high adventure activity, and as such, is not for everyone. Your home for 5 of the 7 days at 
Sea Base will be a large sailing vessel (over 41-feet long). During the odyssey you will be sailing the Florida Keys and will 
have the opportunity to explore, fish, and snorkel many reef areas, including Looe Key, one of the most beautiful reefs in the 
Keys and part of the Looe Key National Marine Sanctuary. During your voyage you will have the opportunity to study 
astronomy, navigation, fish identification and coral reef ecology. You will also visit Key West and participate in an end of 
week Luau (party) on the beach. 

But this is not a cruise. You and your crew will be sailing this boat, not the adults. A captain from the Sea Base is assigned 
to each boat to help you sail and navigate. So join us for the Coral Reef Sailing Adventure. Hone up your navigational skills, 
snorkeling and fishing all in one package. Crews are small – only 4-6 scouts and 2 adults! 

Participation is not automatic. We expect more scouts want to go than spots available. Selection is based on age, rank, and 
level of participation in the troop.  However, as a minimum the scout must: 

1. be 14 years old by 9 September 2010, and be First Class prior to departure for the Sea Base; 
2. pass the BSA swimming test, meet physical standards (weight) and participate in required meetings; 
3. sign the Troop Code of Conduct form and be judged “mature” by the lead crew advisors (adults); and 
4. be current in your payments (note, portions of your payments may become non-refundable).  

It is NOT required, but EXTRA considerations is given to scouts with a Small Boat Sailing Merit Badge, or are willing to 
obtain it prior to the trip. Summer camp is a great place to do this and Mr. Nice is a counselor. 

If you are interested, please fill out the information below, sign the agreement, and return it with a $150 deposit (per 
person - Scout or Adult), by March 19. If selected for the trip, this deposit is non-refundable (and future payments may be non-
refundable). If you are not selected, your deposit will be returned. 

A Parent’s Meeting is scheduled for Thursday March 5th at 7:30PM, following the start of Patrol Night.
